o Conservation Area 

▪ We are looking to add lighting, get rid of hazard trees, and add trail 

signage with the grant 

▪ Is there an ordinance that would need be changed if we add lights? It is 

currently open until dusk. 

▪ Years ago there were questions about the roof at the pavilion, has that 

been updated? 

o WCAAA Grant 

▪ We hope to increase what we get from this grant if we can show how 

much it truly costs to run the Senior Center. 

o There are more grants to apply for this year. The information will be released in 

the next few months. 

▪ Potential projects also include lighting and the Senior Center.  

o Look into Energy Assistance Grants for Senior Center insulation 



▪ Make the Senior Center more energy efficient 

o TSB has given for the Recreation Area, we may be able to apply again for this in 

the next round 

o Northwest Community Bank – check in for grant opportunities
