The Roraback Wildlife 
Management Area provides nearly 2,000 acres of 
protected open space, designated hunting areas, 
as well as numerous hiking trails.

Farms, an 18 Hole Golf Course. Encompassing 
170 acres, it is one of Connecticut’s most 
picturesque and playable public golf courses and 
also offers a first-class restaurant and banquet 
facility.
